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Laki’s Diyabubula | C.Anjalendran together with David Robson

Diyabubula means ‘bubbling fountain’. This fresh water spring refreshed and quenched the thirst of many
pilgrims and travelers through the Dambulla caves. It wasn't a large plot — about the size of two football
pitches — and was covered mainly in scrub, but it was blessed with a perennial stream that was fed by an
underground spring. The land was owned by Nimal Senanayake, Laki's lawyer brother who received it as
part payment for a brief period and initially grew chillies there. Laki first occupied this property in 1972, but
bought it off his brother in 1975. He then dammed the brook to create a large, slow-moving pool and
surrounded it with heavy planting. In time it became a lush forest filled with birds and provided various
seffings for Laki's sculptures. He also hid speakers in the foliage across the lake so that he could indulge in
his passion for music. He was stimulated initially, perhaps, by the gardens of Bevis and Geoffrey Bawa.
