The eighth edition of Colomboscope will be held 19-28 January, 2024 bringing together inferdisciplinary
artistic approaches from around the island, South Asia and beyond in characteristic venues of Colombo. This
festival edition's visual identity conceived by FOLD Media Collective draws inspiration from an environmental

phenomena observed amidst forest freetops called crown shyness, indicating a collective botanical
consciousness and survival strategies. Principles of mutual growth, protection, and communication in the
fabric of a forest result in these dynamic patterns formed between frees. "Over centuries ecocidal violence in
canopied geographies has systemically accompanied forms of militarisation and the wounding of minorities
in Sri Lanka and across South East Asia. These ferrains are also where rare earths are extracted fo maintain
digital thirst and global mobility. As the jungle floor shrinks and burns, it holds animated truths — If we care
fo pursue its regeneration — a refurn o dreaming, interdependence, hibernation, and ethical imaginaries
shall inevitably manifest. In forests we locate protectors and ghost stories; indigenous worlds, altars to divine
beings and rituals long practiced. In the shelter of foliage we may imagine future alliances and collective
fictions.
